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FORTWORTH LAUNCHES REPORTFW, A NEW APP FOR REPORTING
PROBLEMS IN THE COMMUNITY

FORTWORTH, Texas – On Feb. 14, 2022, the city of Fort Worth will launch ReportFW, an
app that allows residents to report problems they find in the community. Citizens can use this
free app to report common complaints, such as tall weeds and grass, barking dogs, vehicles
parked in the yard, branches and debris in the road, broken fences and potholes.

Residents can download ReportFW on Apple or Android devices. Users can submit pictures and
videos of their concerns to the app. ReportFW uses GPS technology, and users can track the
real-time progress of a complaint and see if the city issues a “notice of violation”.

“There’s no wait time. The app is user-friendly and very intuitive. Hopefully this will encourage
more citizens to become involved and contact us,” said Darrell Mesa, city of Fort Worth action
center manager.

The app can translate complaints from 100 different languages into English for the city.
ReportFW also translates responses from the city back into the user’s chosen language.

ReportFW is an alternative to calling the Fort Worth Action Center hotline (817) 459-6777,
which receives 1 million calls a year. This app is part of a series of initiatives Fort Worth is
implementing to better engage its residents.

“While we already love our community and think it is great, this app will help us take it to the
next level. Working together, the city and its residents, we can make Fort Worth a better place to
live, learn, work and play,” said Fort Worth Mayor Mattie Parker.
